PARTICIPATION

Three (3) shooters per nation will be allowed to participate in each shooting event.

Once the preliminary entry deadline has expired, the Organizing Committee has the power to accept entry
applications of two additional shooters for each event.

ISSF ID NUMBER

All shooters who are participating at the World Cup must have the ISSF ID number. This ISSF ID number
has to be reported in the final entry form. Therefore, we kindly request all ISSF member federations to ask,
as soon as possible, to the ISSF the ID number of the shooters who haven't got it, yet.

The Organizing Committee will be forced to reject the entries without ISSF ID number.
ACCOMMODATION

Accommodation will be provided in 4-star hotels and a residential hotel.

Very special rates have been arranged for the World Cup on a bed and breakfast basis as follows:
