PARTICIPATION 
Three (3) shooters per nation will be allowed to participate in each shooting event. 
Once the preliminary entry deadline has expired, the Organizing Committee has the power to 
accept entry applications of two additional shooters for each event. 
 
ISSF ID NUMBER 
All shooters who are participating at the World Cup must have the ISSF ID number. This ISSF ID 
number has to be reported in the final entry form. Therefore, we kindly request all ISSF member 
federations to ask, as soon as possible, to the ISSF the ID number of the shooters who haven’t got 
it, yet. 
The Organizing Committee will be forced to reject the entries without ISSF ID number. 
 
ACCOMMODATION 
 
Information about accommodation and prices will be forwarded with a subsequent note as soon as 
possible.

A catering service will be available at the shooting range where lunch and dinner can be  bought at 
moderate prices. 
 

TEMPORARY IMPORTATION LICENCE OF 
FIREARMS AND AMMUNITION 

After receiving the preliminary entry, all documents necessary for the temporary importation 
licence of firearms and ammunition carried by the shooting teams will be forwarded by the O.C.. 
 
 
LOCAL TRANSPORTATION 
Transportation from the hotels reserved by the O.C. to the shooting ranges will be provided by 
shuttle-buses. Transportation from and to Milan airports or railway stations for the arriving and 
departing teams will be arranged by the Organizing Committee.

NATIONAL ANTHEM AND FLAG 
Each delegation is required to provide its own national anthem on standard cassette tape, abridged 
preferably (40-50 seconds) and two (2) flags (1x1.5 m approx.) needed for ceremonies and prize-
awards.
